Salat al-ayat is 2 rak’ats; every
rak’at has 5 ruku’ (total 10 ruku’).
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After niyyah and Takbiratul-
ihram, you should recite Surah
al-Hamd, then any other Surah

should do 5 ruku’.
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After rising from 5th ruku’, Perform 2 sajdahs, recite

and rise for the 2nd rak’at.

Note: It is mustahab to recite qunut before every
second ruku’. For this purpose count all ten ruku’
together, Thus you will recite qunut before the
2nd and 4th (in the first rak’at), and before the
6th, the 8th and the 10th ruku’ (in the 2nd rak’at).
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After rising from ruku’,

recite again Surah al-Hamd

A shorter method of performing salat al-ayat is as follows:] after one has
made the intention [of performing the prayer], he says takbir and recites
Sdrat al-Hamd; then, he divides the verses of the other surah into five parts
and recites one verse or more, or even less, provided that — based on
obligatory precaution — it is a complete sentence.

He must start from the beginning of the surah and must not suffice with
reciting bismillah [on its own and count that as one verse]. Then, he goes
into rukd’, raises his head, and without reciting Sdrat al-Hamd he recites
the second part of the other surah. He then goes into rukd® again, and so on
until he completes the other surah before he goes into the fifth ruka’.

For example, if the other surah is Surat al-Falaq,
he first says:

Glall &5y 3521 U5 @ ei23)l Gas3l dll ey
Dismil lahir rahmanir rahtm. qul a‘ddhu birabbil
falaq

...and goes into rukd’ [for the first time]; he then
stands up and says:

Lél'; L 3.4;.) 5).9
min sharri ma khalag

...and goes into rukdo® again [for the second
time]; he then stands up and says:

85 15] Gawlé b oj
wa min sharri ghasiqin idha waqgab

...and goes into rukd® again [for the third time];
he then stands up and says:

28301 Lo WU 3d Ged
wa min sharrin naffathati fil ‘ugad

...and goes into rukd’ again [for the fourth
time]; he then stands up and says:

3ad 15 awls 35 o3
wa min sharri hasidin idha hasad

...and goes into ruka® for the fifth time.

He then stands up, performs two sajdahs, and proceeds to perform
the second rak'ah in the same way as the first. After the second
sajdah [of the second rak'ah], he says tashahhud and the salam of
the prayer. It is permitted for one to divide the surah into less than
five parts, but whenever he completes the surah, it is necessary that
he recite Sdarat al-Hamd before performing the next ruka'.
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
